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According to the
National Cancer
Registry published by

the Indian Council of Medical
Research, 1.46 trillion new
cancer cases occurred in India
in 2022. The incidence of
cancer ishigher inurban,espe-
cially metropolitan, areas due
to lifestyle changes, pollution,
and soon.

With February 4 (observed
as World Cancer Day) having
just gone by, let us look at how
youcaninsureyourselfagainst
this dreadeddisease.

Ahigh-costailment
When a person contracts
cancer, he or she faces two
issues.One, thecostof treating
the disease is very high. And
two, the ancillary costs that
arise also tend to be high. The
patientmightnot be able todo
business or may lose his job
because of prolonged illness.
Those living in smaller towns
often have to travel to the
metros to get the best treat-
ment. Treatment costs tend to
be higher there. An attendant
or two has to travel with them.

Twocoversneeded
Todeal with these problems, a
person needs insurance
solutions on two fronts. “One,
the sum insured on your base
indemnity policy (the normal
health insurance cover where
you are reimbursed for the
treatment cost incurred)
should be high. Alternatively,
the policy should come with a
featurelikereassure(alsocalled
restoreorrefill),wherethesum
insured gets replenished an

unlimited number of times
when it is exhausted,” says
Bhabatosh Mishra, director-
underwriting, products and
claims, Niva Bupa Health
Insurance.

In the case of cancer, sur-
gery may be followed by che-
motherapyorradiotherapyses-
sions that give rise to small- or
mid-sized claims repetitively
over a considerable period.
High sum insured policies or
thoseofferingthereassure fea-
ture can deal with these costs.

In addition, you should
have either a fixed-benefit
cancer plan or a critical illness
plan(whichinsteadofcovering
a single critical ailment covers
up to45of them).

Fixed-benefit variant
One type of cancer plan is the
fixed-benefit plan. A prede-
fined lump sum is paid (irre-
spective of the expense
incurred)assoonastheinsured
is diagnosed with the disease.

“The lump sum amount
received from such a plan can
be used to meet ancillary
costs,” says Nayan Goswami,
head-sales & service, SANA
InsuranceBrokers.

SiddharthSinghal,business
head-health insurance,
Policybazaar.comsays that the
money received from such a
plan can also substitute lost
income. Some insurers make
staggered pay-outs to mimic
regular income flows.

At the advanced stage of
this disease, many patients go
in for palliative care and other
alternative treatments. “These
lines of treatment are not cov-
ered by a regular health insur-
ance plan. Fixed-benefit
plans can cover those costs,”

saysGoswami.

Indemnity-basedplans
Indemnity-based cancer plans
can help the insured meet the
high cost of treatment. People
who already have a high cover
on their base plans can avoid
them. This variant can be use-
ful to those who already have
cancer. “A person who has
cancer and doesn’t have any
healthinsurancewill finditdif-
ficult to buy a regular hospita-
lisation cover. An indemnity-
based cancer plan may cover
them.Thiswaytheywillat least
have coverage for other
diseases,” says Singhal.

Some of these plans
may even cover a cancer
patient for other variants of

cancer (besides the one they
alreadyhave).

Checktypesofcancercovered
Thesepolicieshaveacoupleof
shortcomings.“Thepolicydoc-
ument will not say that cancer
iscovered. Itwill insteadlist the
types of cancers covered. The
longer the list, the better,” says
Goswami.Typesofcancersnot
mentioned in the list may not
be covered.

In case of indemnity-based
plans, the sum insured pro-
vided to people already suffer-
ing from cancer may be
limited. “It may not exceed
~2-5 lakh,” says Singhal.

Managing payouts from
twoplans—thebasecoverand
thefixed-benefitcancerplan—

canprovedifficult.Moneyfrom
the latter may only come
as reimbursement.

Buyearly
Anyone who can afford to
shouldbuyafixed-benefitplan
(or a critical illness plan) to
supplement the regular hospi-
talisation cover. Earlier, there
was the notion that this is a
geriatric problem, but that is
wrong. “The incidence is high
both among younger children
and the elderly,” says Mishra.

Buying this cover early
is important. “Those who
alreadyhavepre-cancer lesions
or full-blown cancer might
find it difficult to get a cover,”
saysMishra.

While a lot of research is
happeningandnewtreatments
and therapies will become
available inthefuture, theywill
also be more expensive. “This
makes it incumbent onpeople
to have adequate insurance to
be able to pay for them,”
saysMishra.

Watchout for survival
periodclause
The survival period clause
means the patient must stay
alive for a certain period after
diagnosis for the pay-out to
occur.Thesurvivalperiodmay
vary from 30 to 90 days. “The
lower the survival period, the
better,”saysGoswami.Acancer
planisanadd-oncover. Itcan’t
be a replacement for a normal
health insurance policy. “The
regular hospitalisation cover
must be purchased first, and
thenacancerplan (fixedbene-
fit) shouldbeboughttosupple-
ment it,” saysGoswami.

A cancer patient going for
an indemnity-based cancer
plan should pay heed to a few
points. “Try to buy a high sum
insured. The waiting period
should be minimal and the
cashless network should be
wide,” says Singhal.

Buy fixed-benefit cancer plan
to meet high ancillary costs

Magic Info Solutions was engaged in
land development. It had undertaken a
grouphousingprojectatGurugramincollabo-
ration with Godrej Properties, to be named
Godrej Summit.

Pumit Kumar and Mohit Kumar
Chellaramanibookeda2BHKflat inthisproj-
ectbypayingabookingdepositof ~10 lakhon
September 11, 2012. They were allotted a flat
with a super built‑up area of
1,269 square(sq.) feet (ft)along
with one covered car parking
space for a total consideration
of ~78.8 lakh.

Subsequently, a sale
agreement was executed on
April 26, 2013, which stipu-
lated a period of 47 months
and a further six months as
grace period for possession.
The agreement alsoprovided
for compensation of ~5 per
sq. ft per month for delay
in possession.

The buyers took a loan of ~50 lakh from
ICICI Bank to pay the instalments towards
the flat, and made timely payment till
September 23, 2016. Later, they sent emails
enquiring about the stage of completion of
construction, but did not get a satisfactory
response.Their request forpermissiontovisit
the site was also ignored. Instead, a demand
of ~4.56 lakh was made on May 30, 2017,
asking for theamountpayableonpossession.
Despite paying this amount, possessionwas
not given.Avisit to the sitewasagaindenied
on the ground that internal work was still
being carried out.

Finally, intimation to takepossessionwas
given on November 6, 2017, along with a
demand for the deposit of stamp duty, regis-
tration charges, common area maintenance,
and electricity charges. These amounts were
alsopaid.

Thebuyerssubsequentlyfiledacomplaint
before theNationalCommissiononFebruary
18, 2018, demanding a refund of theirmoney
on the ground that construction had been
delayed.Thebuilders contested thecase, and
faulted the buyers for not completing the
formalities and takingpossession.

The National Commission observed that
theagreementprovidedfor47monthsforcon-
struction and a further grace period of six
months,whichentitledthebuildertogivepos-
session by July 3, 2017. It also noted that the
intimation letter for possessionwas given on
May 30, 2017, and the final possession letter
was issued on October 5, 2017. The
Commissionconcludedthat thedelay inpos-
session was not significant, hence the flat
purchaserswerenotentitled toseekarefund.

The Commission also noted that the
agreement provided for a refund of money
along with interest, but the purchasers had
never sought a refund. On the contrary, the
purchasershadsubsequentlypaid thestamp

duty and registration charges
on November 27, 2017. Later,
maintenance and electricity
charges were paid on
January 24, 2018. Hence the
Commission concluded that
the buyers were not entitled to
seek a refund.

The Commission further
held that the builders were
entitled tobe compensated for
breach of contract by the flat
purchasers. It noted that even
though the agreement pro-

vided for forfeiture of 20 per cent of the sale
price, the amount being forfeited should be
reasonable to compensate for damage due
to such breach of contract. Since the flat
remained with the builders upon cancella-
tion, the Commission observed that no loss
or damage had been caused to them. So,
the Commission held that forfeiture of 10
per cent of the basic price of the flat would
be reasonable.

Accordingly, by its order of February 3,
2023, delivered by the Bench of Ram Surat
Ram Maurya and Inder Jit Singh, the
National Commission allowed 10 per cent of
theprice tobe forfeited.Thebalanceamount,
excluding stamp duty and registration
charges, was ordered to be refunded along
with 9 per cent interest upon return of the
original sale documents.
